NAPLAN Years 7 and 9 

In May all students in Years 7 and 9 will be sitting the NAPLAN tests.  Parents can choose to withdraw 

their child/ren from participating in the tests.  If you do not want your child to sit the following tests 

ȅƻǳ Ƴǳǎǘ ōǊƛƴƎ ŀ ƴƻǘŜ ƛƴ ȅƻǳǊ ŎƘƛƭŘΩǎ ŘƛŀǊȅ before Thursday the 5th of May.

They  

are assessed on the quality and organisation of ideas, structuring of  

sentences and use of correct spelling and punctuation.  

Reading (11th May): Students read a number of short texts and answer  

questions to show understanding of the texts. 

Numeracy (calculator)12th May: Students solve problems across Number; Algebra, function and pattern; 

Measurement, chance and data; and Space. 

Numeracy (non-calculator) 12th May: Students solve problems across Number; Algebra, function and 

pattern; Measurement, chance and data; and Space.
